MACO Elections Survey
The MACATFO Legislative Committee is working with the Secretary of State’s Office to develop a recommendation for the use of the remaining federal HAVA money designated for the purchase of election equipment.  $29 million was granted to the 87 counties for the purchase of assistive voting machines and an additional $6 million was made available for those who were also replacing or purchasing precinct based optical scan equipment.  Funds were also available for certain operating costs.  At least $1.5 million of the original $6 million has not been granted to counties to date.
