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The meeting was called to order by Jennifer Wagenius.

The minutes of the July 26th, 2007 meeting were approved.

Ann Makres of the Internal Revenue Service was present to give a power point presentation focusing on Lien processing, Lien pay-offs, Certificate of discharge and IVES(Income Verification Express Service).  Several hand-outs were distributed including the “Guidelines for Notices of Federal Tax Liens and Centralized Lien Processing.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

· If anyone has any last minute changes or additions to the Recording Resource they should send them to Nancy Goblirsch at Burnet Title.
· Jinnelle Wiess gave an update on the Electronic Recording.  Jinnelle stated that the task force is scheduled to sunset in mid 2008.  The task force meets on the third Thursday of each month at 1:00pm and the October meeting has been scheduled to take place at Dakota County and will include a demo.  All are invited to attend.  eCRV beta testing is scheduled to begin in November.  An electronic well disclosure certificate is also being developed and will likely be ready by January.  A presentation of the well disclosure form will be given at a future PREP meeting.  Jinnelle encouraged all to become involved.  Many counties are up and running, however few submitters are participating.  Jinnelle directed those interested in becoming submitters to visit the Secretary of States website for more information.

· Market updates given by Hennepin, Sherburne and Wright counties reveal that foreclosures are up consistently.  Jinnelle reported that the private side is seeing the same trends.
NEW BUSINESS

· The new eCRV form will block some or all of the Social Security number.
· Dakota County issued a memo explaining a change in procedure effective Oct. 1, 2007.  It describes the procedure to transfer torrens property from one or both spouses when there is a marriage dissolution.
· Dakota County will be implementing a new case management system (MNCIS) on Nov. 5, 2007.  From Oct 15th to Nov. 7th there will be limited public search capabilities and the Court Administrator asks for your patience during this time.  Washington County will be going through a similar implementation on Oct 8th.

· Edie Teich reported on the high number of Torrens rejects in Anoka County.  She stated that most of the reasons for the rejections were common omissions such as signatures, acknowledgements and incorrect fees.

· Stephanie Young, Carver County Examiner of Titles, was present to talk about the Examiners of Title group and their effort to promote uniformity among Examiners.  A suggestion was made to have a question and answer session between metro county examiners and title companies.  The examiners will discuss it at their next meeting in November.  Some counties, such as Sherburne, have basic information on their websites such as instances when a directive or proceedings subsequent is required and a fee schedule.  The suggestion was made to post the Recording Resource guide on the MACO website.

· Michelle Ashe asked if other Recorders were seeing notices regarding manufactured homes being submitted for recording and how they were handling them.  Not something that other Recorders were seeing.

· Thora Fisko of Chisago Co. reported that in their county they will no longer be filling in the reference document number on assignments on the advice of their Co. Attorney.  Ramsey Co. has been adding the reference number to the recording label.  Others commented that they didn’t believe that adding the reference number to the document created a business risk.

· Mike Cunniff reported that he and Larry Dalien of Anoka Co. will be serving on a foreclosure subcommittee.  Their first meeting is scheduled for next week and Mike will report back at the next PREP meeting.

The next meeting date and location is yet to be determined.
