Minutes of the Dec. 6, 2007 meeting were approved with the following corrections:

(1) under unfinished business there are “30” counties capable of e-recording.  Anoka County announced that they will now file a transfer in torrens after a mortgage foreclosure prior to the proceedings subsequent.

 

 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

*E-record update.  The biggest issue is the sunset of the task force.  The will try to established a permanent group.

*ECRV-Dakota County is still working with the Department of Revenue to start a pilot program.

*Legislative updates-MLTA Marty Henschel reported the following 3 items they will be working on: (1) define “title closing agent” (2) define “title insurance” and (3) except the clause for requiring a good business relationship with closing parties and change to establish good funds.  MCRA is looking at the following: (1) clean up torrens language (2) marriage/ordination language (3) the bar association is initiating the “Transfer on Death” document (4) something with acknowledgements (5) registered land and practical location.

*There are 5 foreclosure sub-committees researching mortgage foreclosures for the legislators.  The sub-committees are as follows:  (1) Foreclosure prevention (2) abandoned housing (3) remedies for foreclosure (4) renter help/rights (5) info/data information.

*Transfer on Death document being proposed by the bar association.  One issue of concern was that the notice was only to be filed in one county and now that will be changed to file in each county to be effective.

*MRT/SDT Hennepin and Ramsey County’s fees sunset in 2007.  Dakota is going forward with a proposal to raise their MRT and SDT and Hennepin,  Ramsey and Anoka may join them.  If this passes is will go into effect  Aug. 8, 2008.  An “Affordable Housing” group is also looking at this money.

*The Surveyors Assn is proposing language to include Registered Land Surveys in the language that changed the size of plats in 2007 so they will be the same.

 

NEW BUSINESS

 

*There is a new federal proposal  #S2394 regarding one national area to file federal tax liens under the title of “Good Government Contractor Law”.

*The Federal Tax Liens no longer contain all of the social security number of the party.

*Some counties have noticed that Notice of Pendency’s list more grantors than have signed the document.  Counties are accepting these.

*Conservation fee is due in each county that a mortgage is filed.  It is not due on a supplement document that only has collateral in one county.

*The current MERS lawsuit against Hennepin County has been moved to the Federal District Court.  This could possibly become a class action lawsuit.  This lawsuit refers to MERS foreclosure proceedings which do not list the assignment of mortgages between the original mortgagee and MERS.

*Torrens mortgage foreclosures-How many deeds to take in and memorialize prior to receiving a proceedings subsequent?  Consensus was to take as many as presented.  It will be a title company problem.

*Reporting mortgage refinances are up slightly.

*County Posting Dates.  Clarification is needed.

*Priority Walk Through.  How are they handled?  See the “County Resource Guide” or call the county before bringing documents in.

*CRV/SDT is required on redemption creditor/assignment of Sheriff Sale

*07-01-2008 the fee for well certificates will be going to $45.00 with the State receiving all of the increase.

*Scott County will be hosting an open house on March 4, 2008 at 1:00 to demonstrate “Simplifile” an e-recording submission vendor.

*Carver County will begin e-recording sometime in 2008.

*Rejections are up in the counties.  Reminders to review the documents before submitting.

*Bob-Winona County is requesting document submitters to include a contact name and phone number with documents submitted.
