UNFINISHED/ONGOING BUSINESS
Mike Cunniff informed us that the ERERC Commission has been appointed.  Mike has been named the Chairperson.  The first committee to be established is the “Trusted Submitter group”  They are compiling their first budget.
 
MLTA does not  have any proposed legislation for 2009.  They will just monitor.  MCRA is reviewing MNDOT’s proposed legislation for centerline survey maps.  The SOS will be proposing some notary law changes.
 
NEW BUSINESS

UCC changes will include changing the format for the file #, the required form and possibly eliminate the inquiry search and only have 1 possible search.  The rules and comment page can be found at https://webrh12.revisor.leg.state.mn.us/rules/?id=88280. 
 
Several questioned the receivership process.  What will we be seeing for documents?    Comments that it will be similar to RTC Phase.  We will see power of attorneys and affidavits of attorneys.  
 
Ben Marczak provided a demo of the new MOMS (Minnesota Official Marriage System).  All 87 counties are participating.  The public will have the availability to search this website and order their marriage certificate online from the county which is was purchased in. (www.mncounty.com <http://www.mncounty.com/> )   The MOMS creation team recently won a statewide award for this system at the e-counties conference in September.
 
California acknowledgment law does not permit the title of the signer to be included.
 
Rick Little informed us as to what the bar association is working on.  (1) a proposal for a common element certificate for townhouses and condominiums.  (2)Pooling and Service Agreement are currently being treated as trusts under MS508.62-they are trying to eliminate this.  (3) A proposal to eliminate affidavit of attorney for corporate transfers.  (4) TODD fix-it bill.  (5) seminar on TODDs next week.  (6) The Uniform Conveyancing Blanks committee is finalizing the TODD forms today.  (7) These new forms can be found on the Dept of Commerce website. (8) There will be a separate Affidavit of Survivorship for TODDs.
 
Darlene Missler, MLTA, is looking for volunteers from the counties for a panel at their next seminar.  Many would be willing to help.
 
The e-well website is close to completion.  The ECRV is not moving.  Dakota County will not test until January.  Possibly Hennepin in March.
 
Questions about the certificates of redemption. MN580.25  states they are to be recorded  within 4 days after the redemption period.  No concerns were raised regarding the recording of these.  Also states the sheriff is to collect $20.00 for a recorded copy of these documents.  Is anyone doing this?
 
Hennepin County has spent 2 years working on a new indexing system.  It should be ready by the end of the year.  It will combine abstract and torrens indexes.
 
Michelle reported that Simplifile has become her 3rd trusted submitter for e-recording in Sherburne County.  She will be hosting a demo on Oct. 21st.  Wright Co. will host a demo on Oct. 22nd.
 
It was asked if the “Recording Resource Guide” is in electronic format as there have been requests for it.  Members will check.
 
The next meeting will be held December 4th. Place to be determined.
